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Dress Code for Confirmation Students and Sponsors

While the church greatly respects the uniqueness and individuality in each of its members, it holds that
modesty is a fruit of the Holy Spirit and that “Teaching modesty to children and adolescents means
awakening in them respect for the human person.” (Catechism of the Catholic Church 25234)

For confirmation, the candidates and their sponsors should wear “appropriate attire.” The U.S. Bishop
states, “That as Christians we should dress in a modest manner, wearing clothes that reflect our reverence
for God and that manifest our respect for the dignity of the liturgy and for one another.” (Happy Are
Those Who are Called to His Supper, p.15)

Appropriate attire for the solemn beauty of this occasion is detailed below. Everything should be clean
and neat.

**1f in doubt please do not wear it! Robes may be given to cover anyone not dressed appropriately. We
emphasize the beauty and decorum of the sacrament, and our dress helps express that. **

e Sports coat/ Suit (Optional) * Chest, back, shoulders must be covered

* Hats of any types * Tight fitting dresses with exposed backs,
Cleavage, exposing abdomen
*Spiked or tall heels

e Dark suit with tie
e White suit with tie
e Slacks with jacket, dress shirt and tie

NOT APPROPRIATE:
e Tennis shoes or flip flops
e Denim of any color
o T- shirts

GIRLS:
e White dress with veil or simple hair decoration (veils are optional)

NOT APPROPRIATE:
e Gloves (The precious body of Jesus may only be in contact with the skin.)
e Dresses that do not allow the girls to sit, stand and kneel
e (Capes or other items that do not fit comfortably on her shoulders
e Spaghetti straps
e Low cut or short mini dresses
e Backless shoes or heels, flip flops, tennis shoes

** Please do not give your children any items to carry during mass, they must be able
to walk with their hands folded and prepared for prayer

** Parents please keep all items with you, they will be blessed at the end of mass (ex:

Bibles, Rosaries, Candlesticks, etc.)
